1 No Competitor may play in more than:

(a) One Singles Event
(b) One Boys or Girls Doubles Event
(c) One Mixed Doubles Event

2 The Championships are sanctioned by, and will be held under the Laws, Rules
and Regulations of Tennis  Ireland. 

3 Entries for all events close on Friday 23 July 2010 at 6 p.m. and should be
addressed to Rosalind Dignam, Fitzwilliam Lawn Tennis Club, Winton Road, 
Appian Way, Dublin 6 with the envelope marked ‘Junior Entry’.

4 No entry will be accepted unless:

(a) made on official entry form;
(b) signed where indicated by a parent/guardian stating that he/she is the

person with parental responsibility for the player. Such signature will 
give consent and authority for 

• emergency medical treatment as may be recommended by an 
approved medical authority

• the competitor to be involved in any publicity connected with the 
tournament, including media interviews, photographs and TV footage

• the Tournament organiser to use the details provided in the entry to 
communicate information about this and future events in the
competitor’s geographical area;

(c) appropriate entry fee enclosed.

Entry forms may be downloaded on http://ti.tournamentsoftware.com but
must be completed as provided herein.

5 In singles events the Main Draw shall consist of a maximum of 28 players who
will be declared exempt by the Tournament Committee together with 4 further
players who reach the last four in qualifying events in Fitzwilliam LTC on
Friday 13 and Saturday 14 August. The number of entries in such qualifying
events will be limited to 32 and there will be a maximum of 3 rounds of
qualifying. In the event of more than 60 entries being received for any singles
event (i.e. 28 exempt plus 32 in qualifying), the Tournament Committee will

determine those who will be invited to take part in qualifying. This determina-
tion will be based on an assessment of the entrant’s results and entrants are
encouraged to complete Page 4 of this Entry Form with as much detail and
accuracy as possible.

6 Entrants whose entry is not accepted in any event will be advised of this by
letter and will be reimbursed in respect of entry fees.

7 The Draws will take place in Fitzwilliam LTC on Wednesday 28 July 2010 at 
4 p.m. or at such later time as may be advised by a notice posted in the
clubhouse.

8 It is the responsibility of each player to ascertain the time at which he or she is
required to play. This information will no longer be advised by post but 
competitors should note that the Draws and times of first matches will be 
published on Wednesday 4 August 2010 on http://ti.tournamentsoftware.com
and in  the reception area of Fitzwilliam LTC.

9 Matches will be the best of three sets with the tie-break rule operating at 6-all
in all three sets.    

10 Play will commence at 7.00 a.m. each day or at such later times as the
Referee may require. Where an order of play has been published, 
competitors will be required to report to the Referee 30 minutes before their
scheduled time of play.

11 Indoor and clay courts will be used as required but it is not envisaged that
they will be used in Championship singles matches.

12 Non-marking tennis shoes, white clothing and headgear must be worn on
court. Tracksuits may be worn in warm-ups only.

13 The Committee reserves the right of adding to or altering the above conditions
and of refusing any entry without stating its reason.

14 The Tennis Ireland Code of Conduct will be strictly enforced.

15 The decision of the Referee or his duly authorised deputy will be final in 
relation to all matters pertaining to the Championships.
